Low Income Energy Assistance Program (LEAP) Energy Outreach Colorado (EOC)

Eligibility Available to CO households who can meet the eligibility criteria

● Pay heating costs directly to utility company or to landlord

● Earn at or less than 60% state median income for household size

● Provide proof of lawful presence in US

● Citizen household members or children can qualify if head of household is

not citizen

Available statewide through partner organizations, *EFAA,
OUR, and SCCC all offer these funds*

Services
Available

If approved, households receive 1x credit on their utility bill intended to buffer
heating costs during cold weather months

Up to $1000 toward past due balance per utility, maximum
of $2000 for gas + electricity customers per grant cycle, From
Oct 1 - Sept 30
