e Minor additions, alterations, or repairs to the foregoing buildings that do not cause the completed
buildings to exceed the applicable limitations herein set forth; or
e Nonstructuralalterations of any nature to any building if such alterations do not affect the safety of the
building.
Drawings and specifications for footings and foundations shallbear the seal and signature of a professionalengineeror
architect registeredin Colorado and be designed as specified in Chapter 18 of the building code forall occupancies.
Exceptions:
e Detachedstructures notintended forhuman occupancy;
e Additionsto existing detached dwellings not exceeding 150 square feet.
e Anystructural modification to any building in the City of Boulder will require plans to be prepared by a
structural engineerlicensedin the state of Colorado.

When is a test for asbestos required? (Permit)
Asbestos testing triggers are as follows:
e Residential Projects—32 sf of disturbed surfaces (walls, ceilings, floor), 50 linear feet of disturbed pipes, or
55-gallon drumin volume of waste produced;
e Commercial Projects— 160 sf of disturbed surfaces (walls, ceilings, floors), 260 linear feet of disturbed pipes,
or 55-gallon drum in volume of waste produced.
Previously the Boulder County Health Department regulated asbestos testing. The regulation of testingis now part of
the building permitting process.

What if asbestos containing materials (ACM) are identified through asbestos testing? (Permit)

If testing reflects that there are no asbestos containing materials present, please provide a copy of the test report with
the building permit application.

If testing reflects that there are asbestos containing materials that need to be removed, we willneed a copy of the state
issued asbestos mitigation permit or a copy of the state issued demolition approval notice (which tells us that the
asbestos has beenremoved).

Will the project trigger the water meter to be upsized? (Permit)

If a project proposes the addition plumbing fixtures, it may be necessary toincrease the size of the water meterin order
to handle the additional demand on the infrastructure associated with this addition. The Water and WastewaterPIF

To the extent possible, setbacks of irregularlots will match the

setbacks of adjacent lots.

How can | determine the maximum allowable building coverage for a property? (Zoning)

First, determine the zoning district of the property, see “How do | determine the zoning fora property?” above.

Navigate to 9-7-11, B.R.C. 1981 Maximum Building Coverage and read through the “Scope” section to determine if
building coverage limitations apply in the zone. Properties located within the RMX-1, RR-1, RR-2, RE, RL-1, RL-2 zoning
districts can use the Maximum Floor Area Ratio — Building Coverage Calculator to performthe calculation.

Building coverage is defined in 9-16, B.R.C. 1981 as:

Building coverage means the maximum horizontalarea within the outer perimeter of the building walls, dividers, or
columns at ground levelor above, whicheveris the greaterarea, including, without limitation, courts and exterior
stairways, but excluding:

(1) Uncovered decks, stoops, patios, terraces, and stairways, all less than thirty inches high;

(2) The outerfour feet of completely open, uncovered, cantilevered balconies that have a minimum of eight feet vertical
clearance below;

(3) Upto three hundred square feet of asingle-family detached residence front porch thatis adjacentto a street;

(4) Up to one hundred fifty square feet of additional porch area not located in the frontyard for a single-family detached
residence; and

(5) One accessory building, no larger than eighty square feetin size and no taller than tenfeetin height, associated with
a single-family detachedresidence.

How can | determine the maximum allowable floor area for a property? (Zoning)

Navigate to 9-8-2, B.R.C. 1981 Floor AreaRatio Requirements and read throughthe “Scope” section to determine if
floor area limitations apply in the zone. Properties located within the RMX-1, RR-1, RR-2, RE, RL-1, RL-2 zoning districts
can use the Maximum Floor Area Ratio — Building Coverage Calculator to perform the calculation.

e FloorAreais definedin9-16, B.R.C. 1981 as:

e Floor area meansthe total square footage of all levels measured to the outside surface of the exteriorframing,
or to the outside surface of the exterior walls if there is no exterior framing, of a building or portion thereof,
which includes stairways, elevators, the portions of all exteriorelevated above grade corridors, balconies, and
walkways that are required for primary or secondary egress by Chapter 10-5, "Building Code," B.R.C. 1981,
storage and mechanical rooms, whetherinternal or externalto the structure, but excluding an atrium on the
interior of a building where no floor exists, a courtyard, the stairway opening at the uppermostfloorofa
building, and floor area that meets the definition of uninhabitable space.
